PROMOTION OF DEBATES ON SOCIAL INCLUSION, IN SUPPORT OF THE REINFORCEMENT OF THE OPEN METHOD OF COORDINATION ON SOCIAL PROTECTION AND SOCIAL INCLUSION
Applicant organisation: DG for Social Services and Inclusion. Regional Ministry for Equality and Social Welfare. Regional Government of Andalusia (Junta de Andalucía)

The main aims of this Direction General are focused on the following areas:

· Development and establishment of the Red Andaluza de Servicios Sociales Comunitarios (Andalusia Community Social Services Network)

· Integrated Action Plan for the Andalusia Gipsy Community

· Gipsy Development Action Plan implemented together with the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs and in collaboration with Local Institutions of Andalusia.

· Fostering the attention to Andalusia elder citizens living out of the Andalusia Region

· Paying social attention to human seasonal migrations in Andalusia

· Ensuring social attention to immigrants by creating municipal training services, by offering basic attention and by providing temporary hosting facilities located in areas of seasonal work. 

· Implementing programs focused on groups with serious social problems.

· Integrated Attention in areas where a Social Transformation is needed.

· Co-financing programs approved by the EU

· Implementing activities somehow related to social services which are developed by non-profit organizations. This activity implies proposing and leading actions towards the most disfavored sectors, namely by fostering volunteer social work projects within universities, while involving elder people, women and youth.  

The main aim of this project is to promote debates at European level concerning the situation of some social excluded collectives (or in risk from exclusion) such as homeless persons, recluse persons, Roma women, women victims of sexual exploitation…etc. The project will develop a roadmap in order to analyse the causes, current situation, and solutions to tackle these problems. It is also expected to promote a debate on Basic Social Services.
Through these meetings, in which all the stakeholders (public administrations, NGOs and civil society organisations…) are expected to participate, recommendations will be elaborated and best practices will be identified in order to inform EU policies. The project will end in 2010 with a final seminary agreeing with the European Year for Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion.

The DG for Social Services and Inclusion is interested in all kind of social stakeholders who fulfil the requirements of this call, who work on poverty and social exclusion issues and seek the balanced social participation between women and men. The following countries present a special interest for this project: Portugal, Ireland, Rumania, Sweden, North of Italy, Poland, Lithuania or Finland, taking into account their different social characteristics. The applicant organisation is also interested in all those organizations that, fulfilling the requirements of this Progress call, want to promote a debate on Basic Social Services. 
The project will be developed from 01/01/09 to 30/06/2010. Debates will be organised every four months. In any case, the final chronogram will depend on the number of partners and participant countries.
