‐Idyllic landscapes
‐Landscape photography as social criticism

The deadline for submitting entries is the 15 of May 2011 
of three digital images in color or in black and white.

The images must regard landscape as it is meant by the 

European Landscape Convention; therefore they may 

concern natural, rural, urban and peri‐urban areas, 

including inland water and marine areas, but also those
